Before the age of 39, he was a talented young artist known as Li Shu Tong. The first half of the
movie traces his contributions towards arts and culture in China - drama, music, art and
paintings, poetry, calligraphy, etc and his life as a dedicated educator who groomed various
masters of arts, during the turbulent and unstable social conditions prevalent at that time.

The second half of the movie traces his life after the age of 39, where he became known as
Master Hong Yi. At the height of his career, he left his worldly achievements and dedicated the
rest of his life to Buddhism and its code of conduct. This dedication saw him becoming an
authoritative figure in Buddhism during his time. The best actor award of the film went to Wu Pu
Cunxin for depicting Master Hong Yi at the Huabiao Awards, China’s big awards ceremony in
Beijing in 2005.
